Auditor’s Report on the Financial Statement 
 
To the Assembly of the Association 
“No Peace Without Justice” 
 
During the exercise closed on December 31st, 2012 our activity has been guided by the Auditing Stand-
ards contained in the document “The independent review of non-profit companies and the professional contribution 
of public accountants” recommended by the National Council of the Chartered Public Accountants. 
 
In particular: 
 

• We have monitored the observance of the law, the deed of incorporation and the Statute, as 
well as the respect of the principles of correct administration and operation of the association. 

• We have attended one meeting of the Board of Directors, which was conducted in accordance 
with the statutory, legislative and regulatory rules regulating its operation; we can be reasonably 
assured that the deliberated actions comply with the Law and the Statute and are not manifestly 
imprudent, reckless, in potential conflict of interests or such as to compromise the integrity of 
the association’s assets. 

• We have gained knowledge on and monitored the principal activities of the association, without 
noticing any anomaly. 

• We have evaluated and monitored the adequacy of the administrative and accounting system (as 
well as its reliability to correctly represent the management activities), by obtaining information 
from the operational directors and though an examination of the association’s documents; we 
do not have any particular observation about this.  

• On the basis of the provisions of the above-mentioned document of the National Council of 
the Chartered Public Accountants, we have verified the compliance of the Financial Statement 
to the information we have acquired through the performance of our duties. The Audit Report 
has been done in order to obtain every element necessary to assess whether the Financial 
Statement is vitiated by significant errors, and whether it is entirely reliable. 

 

In our opinion, there are no elements from which it can be considered – from what has been verified – 
that the Financial Statement does not comply with the rules governing its drafting criteria. Therefore, 
the Financial Statement represents fairly and correctly the assets, financial position and economic re-
sults as of December 31, 2013. 
All this considered, we propose to the Assembly to approve the Financial Statement closed on Decem-
ber 31st, 2013, as drafted by the administrators.
